
Tuition Exchange FAQ 

���� My child is applying to Rhodes and is also interested in applying for a Tuition��
Exchange scholarship. What is the first step?
Tuition Exchanges (TE) are initiated by your employer/institution who will verify your��
employment eligibility. If you are eligible, visit www/tuitionexchange.org. If you select��
the family tab, your child will be able research the schools in which he/she is interested,��
and then using the EZ App, apply to the schools of his/her choice.

���� How much is the TE scholarship at Rhodes?
Rhodes will award $4��,000 to TE recipients for the �������������� school year.

���� Many families ask the question, “will my freshman Import be offered a TE��
scholarship at Rhodes?”
Students are considered for but not guaranteed a TE Scholarship at Rhodes. We evaluate��
Tuition Exchange applications with a holistic approach, as we do with admission in��
general, taking into consideration grades, courses, test scores, essays, recommendations��
and extracurriculars. We do �K�D�Y�H��slots available for students enrolling in��the 202����202�� 
academic year. Through each decision period we will notify awardees as��well as other 
applicants who will be added to our TE waitlist. The most important action��your student 
needs to do now is apply to Rhodes using the Common Application.

���� Is there a deadline to apply for Tuition Exchange at Rhodes?
Yes, the TE priority deadline at Rhodes is January 15. TE applications will be reviewed��
during each decision period if spots are still available. Rhodes admission deadlines are as��
follows:
Early Decision – November 1
Early Action - November 15
Early Decision II – January 15
Regular Decision – January 15
Preference may be given to Early Decision students.

���� When will Rhodes notify me of their TE decision?
If a student is admitted to Rhodes and offered a tuition exchange scholarship, they will��
find it included in their financial aid award. Students who are not awarded a TE��
